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Maths 

We will focus on multiplication and division, using our division 

and multiplication facts to help. We will continue to focus on 

times tables and ensuring fluency. Additionally, we will study 

measurement, specifically area. We will count squares, make 

shapes and compare the area of given shapes.

Reading 

We will be learning to develop our reading skills across 

different text types, including fiction, non-fiction and poetry. 

We will develop our oracy skills through classroom based 

discussion. We will build on and develop our inference, 

retrieval, prediction, language understanding and summarising 

skills.
